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Requirements for Dissertation Proposals
Dissertation proposal is an important step before writing a dissertation.  It outlines the research directions and topic of a dissertation and determines whether a student can start the dissertation.  The Guidelines explain how students should effectively organize related information in preparation for a dissertation proposal.  Students should strictly follow the formats and layouts as instructed.  
Dissertation Title: XXXXXXXXXXX
The dissertation title should be accurate, clear and concise, summarizing the major and the most important contents of the dissertation. It should provide readers with an overall idea of the research contents, academic subject areas and application areas of the dissertation.  When deciding on the title, words that will facilitate information search and retrieval (e.g. keywords) should be considered.  Normally, the Chinese title should be limited to not more than 25 words. If more need to be said, a sub-title can be used to provide extra information. The sub-title can be used with a dash “ –” under the title. Abbreviations, acronyms, and formula not commonly used should be avoided in the title. 
Normally the dissertation title should cover research subjects and areas.

【The length and structure of the proposal】 

The dissertation proposal should be over 5,000 words. The space displaying graphs/charts can be converted into word counts of the equivalent space.

A dissertation proposal generally consists of the following seven sections
1. Research background and significance  
2. Current status of research and analysis
3. Research objectives and contents 
4. Difficulties and possible solutions 
5. Expected outcomes and possible new areas
6. Work Plan
7. List of references 
For any dissertations with topics that constitute as part of a large-scale project, dissertation proposals can be written from the perspective of the entire project or system. The potential or existing problems with respect to completing the project should be highlighted and the discussions can center around how these problems can be resolved. This will give teachers reviewing the proposals a comprehensive understanding of the outlines and approaches of the solutions. The proposals should not cover only the student’s own work.
Details of each section are as follows:

1.
Background and Significance of the Topic
【Content Requirements】
This section should clearly answer the following questions:
1． Background of the chosen topic
The background or the reasons why you decide on this topic.
Briefly explain the reasons leading to the chosen topic. 
What are the objectives of the chosen topic?  What are the issues to be solved?

2． Significance of the topic
Briefly explain the significance of the topic in terms of practical application or in the theoretical context. 
【Writing Requirements and Length】 

The writing should be clear and precise and relevant to the topic.  This section should cover concrete issues instead of broad subjects or basic concepts.  If the dissertation is part of a project, your duties and responsibilities concerning the project should be stated.  
【Common Problems】
Writing too much and describing the enterprise(s) concerned or background of the topic in a promotional or even advertising manner while the description of the topic is unclear. 
Writing too much on broad subjects that everyone knows about.  Straying away from the topic.  Failing to explain what you plan to do with respect to the topic or what problems are to be solved.  Exaggerating the significance of the topic. 

2.
Analysis of the Current Status of Research

This is a major section of the dissertation proposal. It determines whether you have chosen a topic on sufficient grounds, whether the positioning is appropriate, and whether the question posed is genuine. 
For this section to be well written, the key is the quantity of literature review and the level of understanding in literature. In fact, this section is the core of the literature overview. 
【Content Requirements】
You should organize and write this section based on the areas covered by the dissertation topic and the questions involved.  You should understand how others address the problems that you are going to research on and solve.  It is best that the analysis outlines progress in the last three to five years.  You should briefly describe the methods and thinking adopted, compare and analyze the pros and cons of these methods and then arrive at your conclusion.  The final conclusion should support your choice of topic.  

【Writing Requirements and Length】
1． Based on the background, approaches and other issues with respect to the topic chosen, state the major solutions in this area and the problems and inadequacy of these solutions. A clear analysis of the inadequacy is particularly important so that your chosen topic can be justified.  In addition, intellectual property right, core techniques, purchasing costs, security and special demands can also justify the chosen topic. 
2． The content of this section should be directly related to the topic chosen and those irrelevant should not be included.  The discussion should be succinct and objective.  Do not use inappropriate adjectives or jump to conclusion. Conclusion should only be made after analyzing the research status of the areas covered by the topic. 
3． Based on the background, any significance and analysis of current status described in the previous sections, existing problems related to the objectives of your dissertation must be identified. These questions are central to what your dissertation should address.  The research objectives and work plan set out in the following sections should answer the question of whether the approach adopted will be able to solve or alleviate one or more questions set out here. 
【Common Problems】
The contents are too broad and short on substance due to insufficient literature review, lack of in-depth reading or reading general introductory articles online or in magazines.  Much is discussed about general knowledge and nothing much on specific research areas.  The contents are too diversified, covering a period of a few decades and include matters both relevant and irrelevant to the topic, losing the purpose of writing this section and the themes are unclear.  Another problem is jumping to conclusion in order to justify the topic without the detailed analysis and comparison or the analysis and comparison fail to substantiate the conclusion. 

3.
 Research Objectives and Contents
This section is a focus of the dissertation proposal.  It outlines the aims you want to achieve and the work you intend to undertake to achieve them. You should also put forward a feasible work plan including the difficulties and the overall design.  A logical development plan should be established centering around the research objectives with research and techniques required to support the achievement of the objectives.  To solve the problems and ensure that the objectives can be achieved, a reasonable approach integrating the research and the techniques employed should be adopted. 

As a focus of the dissertation proposal, details should be elaborated so that teachers reviewing the proposal can assess the prospect of your research and provide advice and suggestions on your research methods. 

3.1 
Research Objectives 
【Content Requirements】
This section sets out the objectives that the dissertation aims to achieve.  The description of the objectives should be simple, precise and verifiable. e.g. systems, tools, approaches, models, mechanisms, methods and outcomes etc. 
【Writing Requirements and Length】
The research objectives should be described in simple and precise language and best be summarized in one sentence so that readers can immediately understand your objectives. The expected outcomes of the objectives as well as the major characteristics or types of outcomes should be briefly explained for verification.  Usually a few lines will be sufficient and no expanded or explanatory description should be made.  Preferably the section is written in not more than 150 words. 
【Common Problems】
Turn research contents into objectives and outline detailed work in this section, and as a result, the objectives become unclear. 

3.2 
Research contents
【Content Requirements】
This section should describe the work necessary for achieving the research objectives of the dissertation, i.e., what you need to undertake to achieve your research objectives. 

【Writing Requirements and Length】
The description should be precise and the concept should be clear.  The research contents and the objectives should be inter-related.  The two should be relevant, reasonable and complete. 
 “Index entry + simple description” can be used to discuss the specific work required to achieve the research objectives.  Preferably the section is written in not more than 150 words.  Professional languages, concepts and terms should be used wherever possible. 

【Common Problems】
Use circular argument or reasoning, include solutions in this section, or include established techniques, methods or tools as part of the research contents. 

3.3 Research Methods
【Content Requirements】
Explain the research methods, solutions and strategies that will be adopted to address the problems and inadequacy set out in the previous section on the current status of research analysis. Conduct feasibility analysis. 

【Writing Requirements and Length】
You should ensure the methods, solutions and the research contents of your dissertation are related and reasonable, and the methods to be adopted are feasible.  Explanation can be provided in the forms of chart, flowchart and word. 

【Common Problems】
The techniques, tools and methods listed are irrelevant to the research contents and topics.  They are not research methods, solutions and testing methods adopted after analysis.  The reasons for adopting these methods and approaches are unconvincing or are unrelated to the research contents. 

4.
Difficulties and Solutions
【Content Requirements】
1． Analyze the difficulties that might be encountered in the research process.  Then, discuss and prove that research can be completed and research objectives can be achieved by solving these difficulties. 
2． Propose solutions for the difficulties and analyze their feasibility. 
3． Describe the overall approach to be adopted to achieve the research objectives, such as the overall framework, model framework and system framework, and analyze the feasibility of the overall framework. 
【Writing Requirements and Length】
The major difficulty lies in problems that cannot be solved with current and commonly used methods.  All analysis must be precise, convincing and related to the research objectives and contents of the dissertation.  General discussions should be avoided. 

【Common Problems】
Pose current knowledge, techniques, methods or framework as key issues of the dissertation, or, propose standard approaches or framework, which are unrelated to the research contents, as solutions of the difficulties concerning the research topic of the dissertation. 

5.
Expected Outcomes and Possible New Areas
【Content Requirements】
Describe expected outcomes that can be reviewed and verified.  The outcomes should be consistent with the research objectives. Simple descriptions of the major functions and outcome performance indicators can be provided. Explanation of the outcome should be given on the form (structure, policy, regulation, tool, system). When explaining the possible new areas, you should clearly state the special characteristics of your work, and explain its significance, methods and possible outcomes etc. which are innovative.  
【Writing Requirements and Length】
The wording should be simple and precise and the outcomes should best be summarized in one sentence.  It is sufficient to list all major functions and expanded explanations should not be included.  A practical attitude should be adopted towards possible innovative areas.

【Common Problems】
Pose research contents as outcomes, or give too much description and explanation of the functions. 

6.
Work Plan 
6.1 
Dissertation work plan
State the time schedules for completing the topic and for mid-term assessment and graduation oral defense.  You should not provide a simple work schedule that covers only the usual stages of research projects.  Instead, you should set out more detailed arrangements according to the key issues addressed in the project and mid-term assessment, the writing of the dissertation and graduation oral defense etc.  A table format will be preferred for mid-term review of the completion status.  Do not use your participating project plan. 

6.2 
Work Responsibilities 
Provide information on your major responsibilities in the achievement of the project objectives. 

List of References
The list of references is an assessment on whether you have conducted sufficient and in-depth study of the research area before conducting research into a topic or developing a project. 

Specified Formats for References
Please follow the most recent edition of APA citation guide and publication manual.  Please note the following:
· Place the surname of an author before his/her given name.  The format should be: surname, the first character of the given name, e.g.: Cowley, M.R. for Malcolm Richard Cowley, if there are two authors, e.g. Frank Norris and Irving Gordon, they should be listed as Norris, F. & Gordon, I.
· List Chinese publications before English publications. The publications should be listed in the alphabetical order of the surnames of the authors; Publications by the same author should be listed in the order of the years of publication, publications by the same author in the same year should be listed in the alphabetical order of the first letter of the title and a, b, c and so on should be added after the year of publication.  
· Italic font should be used for names of books and newspapers. e.g. Mastering English Literature，English Weekly. 
· If there are two or more authors, “&” is only used between the names of the last two authors. A comma should be used between the names of other authors. 
· Only the first word of the title starts with a capital letter, others should start with small letters (except for special cases when capital letters are required)
· The symbol for page numbers is “–”, not “-”.
Some of the formats and examples for references are listed below

Periodicals
【Format】Author (Year of publication). Name of the title. Name of the Periodical，Volume number (issue number), Page numbers.
Note: for Chinese periodicals without volume number, the issue number should be shown in Arabic numerals.

【Format】Author (Year of publication). Book Title. Place of publication: Publisher.

Newspapers
【Format】Author (Year of publication). Title of the article. Name of the Newspaper, (edition). 
【Examples】
李大倫（1998-12-27）。經濟全球化的重要性。光明日報，第2版。
French, W. (1987, Aug 15). Between silences: A voice from China. Atlantic Weekly, pp. A1, A2.
4. 
Anthologies 
【Format】Complier (Year of publication).  Title of the article. In author of the article (eds), Title of the anthology (page numbers). Place of publication: Publisher.
【Examples】
鐘文發（1996）。非線性規劃在可燃毒物配置中的應用。載於趙瑋（主編），運籌學的理論與應用——中國運籌學會第五屆大會論文集（468–471頁）。西安：西安電子科技大學出版社。

伍蠡甫（1979）。西方文論選。上海：上海譯文出版社。

【Format】Author (Year of publication). Title of dissertation. Unpublished Doctoral (Master’s) dissertation, Name of institution, Place of institution.
【Examples】
張築生（1983）。微分半動力系統的不變集。未出版博士論文，北京大學，北京。
6. Translated works
    【Format】Translator (Trans) (Year of publication of the translation).  Title of translated work. Place of publication of the translated work：Publisher of the translated work.（Original author, year of publication of the original work）
【Examples】
鄭志富、吳國銑、蕭嘉惠（譯）（2000）。運動行銷學。臺北市：華泰。(Pitts, B.D. & Stotlar, D.K., 1996)
7. 
Electronic documents
【Format】Author (Year of publication or updates). Title of the electronic document, source of or hyperlink to the electronic document. 
【Examples】
王明亮（1998）。關於中國學術期刊標準化資料庫系統工程的進展。http: //www.cajcd.edu.cn /pub/wml.txt/980810–2.html
【Common Problems】①Normally textbooks should not be used as reference; ②the contents of some websites only represent the views of the website owners or of individuals publishing them. They are not of academic nature and may not be suitable for uses as references. 
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
